ProConnect PR interviewed the organizations’ representatives, sometimes at the most non-working hours, then created press releases with fresh boilerplate descriptions of the organizations, all at warp speed.
Gretchen Guerra of St. Anthony Health Foundation drew the unenviable 2:30 a.m. interview slot with ProConnect PR President Steve Caulk, a double-whammy if ever there was one. In a chipper voice she said, “I couldn’t miss this opportunity for our organization.”

Caulk said he was pleased with the output but hopes to do better next year. ProConnect PR had originally hoped to write enough press releases that would reach part-way to New York City when laid end-to-end. Instead, the press releases reached part-way to the Kansas border.

“That’s still pretty good,” he said.
